The <Fall Foliage= workshop will be held on Sunday, August 11, 
2024, at Orange Quilt Bee, 628 Katella Ave., Orange, CA 92867 
from 10AM to 4PM.  Kits are available in Purple Gelato or Moss 

Green ombre background. 
 
The <Vintage Windmill= workshop will be held on Monday, August 12, 2024, at Univer-
sity United Methodist Church, 18422 Culver Dr., Irvine, CA 92612 
from 10AM to 4PM.  Kits are available in Victory Garden, Brave 
(Patriotic), or Christmas prints. 
 
Both workshops cost $40.  Requirements are the Creative Grids 
Mini 60-degree diamond ruler and the desired pattern.

She quilted it 
on her domestic machine using stip-
pling.   Our May speaker, Dru Farrell 
(Sew Treasured Quilt Store), ap-
proved, as she maintains that stip-
pling works for any quilt and covers 
all mistakes!

Quilt in <Sad Beige= 
 
Trudy made this wedding quilt 
for her nephew.  She was not 
sure of colors, so she went with 
neutrals.  The pattern is by Jo-
anna Figueroa, our February 
2024 speaker, and was her 
workshop project.  <Sad Beige= 
took the place of grey.
